Realizing the discerning needs of

dialysis and oncology patients, TSK

Products has integrated ScopeMD

TSK Products is dedicated to sup-

porting a hospital’s “no lift policy”

which helps eliminate medical per-

sonnel injuries caused by the improper

movement or handling of patients.

ScopeMD #204 recliners can com-

fortably accommodate patients up to

450 pounds. 
TSK Products is the sole distributor

for the ScopeMD medical recliners.

“When I was introduced to the

ScopeMD’s product line, I immedi-

ately saw they had a superior prod-

uct,” said Michael Klein, vice presi-

dent of TSK Products. “I’ve been sell-

ing recliners for years and I was

impressed with the styling, the con-

struction, and the clinical features.” 

The ScopeMD #204 recliner was

designed specifically for requirements

of dialysis and oncology patients and

has innovative clinical features that

distinguish itself from the outdated

competition. 
Full swing-away arms on both sides

allow caregivers quick access to

patients. Swing-away arms also permit

patients to enter and exit the seat easi-

er and make for smooth patient transi-

tion to wheelchairs and walkers. The

recliner is built with heavy gauge steel

that provides maximum strength and

support and has four locking casters

bolted directly onto the sturdy frame. 

Since “scissors-type” foot rest

mechanisms on ordinary recliners tend

to pose problems, the ScopeMD #204

recliner uses a unique uni-support

bracket that provides a much more sta-

ble and longer lasting foot rest. 

In the event a patient's blood pres-

sure drops dramatically the ScopeMD

#204 can rapidly extend into full

Trendelenburg positioning, lowering a

patient’s head to the floor. 

The recliners can be color cus-

tomized in a wide variety of medical

vinyl and Cryton fabric slipcovers to

accentuate a facility’s décor and can be

cleaned with standard disinfectant.

The cushions are made of anti-micro-

bial, anti-bacterial high-density fire-

retarded foam padding.

All of the chairs come with a serial-

numbered tag that identifies its specifi-

cations simplifying ordering if slipcov-

ers get torn or damage or parts ever need

to be replaced. The chairs have a 7-10

year lifecycle even under heavy usage.

ScopeMD has a 30-year history in

seating manufacturing.  The company

also makes chairs for the unique

requirements of marine craft and

recreational vehicle customers.

Thirty chairs were recently pur-

When one of her patients recently

had a medical emergency the

ScopeMD #204 Recliner was a big

help. “That chair went completely flat

like a stretcher. We flipped open the

side of the chair so now the arm was-

n’t there and we were able to slid the

patient right over to the stretcher. It

really was great,” Madden said.

Since most chairs only hold

patients between 250 and 300 pounds

and the ScopeMD #204 can hold a

450-pound patient, Madden did not

need to buy multiple size chairs for

multiple-sized patients. 

“The trays on the side are molded

plastic rather than wood with a lament

over it, which can chip exposing bare

wood. That is bad for infection con-

trol,” Madden added.

“The chairs are washed after each

treatment from top to bottom with an

anti-microbial solution which can dry

out the leather, which over time may

spilt. I have an independent serial

number on the back of the chair. I can

order a slipcover for an arm or part of

the chair that has a tear in it and a

replacement part exactly specified to

that chair will be sent. I do not have to

throw the chair out,” said Madden on

another impressive ScopeMD #204

feature.
